SERVICES TO STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES AND OTHER SPECIAL POPULATIONS

NOTE:  Each level builds upon the previous level(s).  While not always explicitly stated, it is understood that activities and services advance in comprehensiveness from the “Novice” level through “Advanced.”  For “Advanced” status, all services in “Meets Standard” are incorporated as well.

	Enrollment
	· The technology center enrolls students with disabilities in a limited number of programs of those available on its campus.
	· The technology center enrolls students with disabilities in the program of their choice, provided enrollment space is available in that program.  Technology center has a copy of all identified students’ IEPs on file.
	· Students with disabilities are enrolled in career and technology education programs based on their documented interest and ability, work history, current IEP/accommodation plan provisions and/or their plans of study.
	· Students with disabilities are enrolled or placed in CTE programs based on an appropriate comprehensive functional vocational evaluation.  The results of the FVE are considered during the career planning process for program placement, necessary support services, assistive aids and devices, transportation and appropriate accommodations and/or modifications.

	IEP Participation
	· Upon request, sending schools in the technology center’s district provide a list of students who have individualized education programs (IEPs).
	· The technology center sends a representative to IEP team meetings for all first year students who have IEPs.  The technology center has a copy of all identified students’ IEPs on file.


	· A representative of the technology center is included on the IEP team for each student with a disability enrolled in a program.  IEP goals and methods for monitoring and reporting student progress in CTE are developed cooperatively between the technology center and the sending school.  The technology center has the latest copy of the IEP on file.
	· Program instructors are active participants in the development of each IEP for any student with a disability enrolled in that program.

	Notification and Professional Development of Instructor
	· All occupational instructors receive a list of students with disabilities enrolled in their programs.
	· All occupational instructors receive a list of students with disabilities enrolled in their programs and are provided a list of accommodations to be provided for each student.
	· All occupational program instructors review the IEP or accommodation plan for each student with a disability enrolled in that program prior to the student entering the program and are provided information about the accommodations each student needs.

· Professional development training in confidentiality and IEP interpretation is offered.  
	· All occupational program instructors review the IEP or accommodation plan for each student with a disability enrolled in that program prior to the student entering the program and receive assistance to appropriately implement the necessary accommodations which may include periodic phone calls, e-mails or visits from either the student’s special education teacher or the technology center special needs coordinator.

· Professional development training in confidentiality and IEP interpretation is offered regularly.

	Support Services
	· Support services are provided for purposes of compliance only.
	· Limited support services are made available to students with disabilities and other special needs.
	· Support services are identified based on assessment results and individual student needs.  Delivery is documented through a career plan, IEP or accommodation plan.
	· Outside resources and professionals are used to identify specialized support services and/or accommodations when necessary for a student to benefit from and progress in career and technology education.

· Self-advocacy training is provided to all members of special populations.

	Job Placement/Licensure/

Certification
	· Students with disabilities are provided information about potential job opportunities upon the recommendation of the instructor.


	· Students with disabilities are provided information about occupational licensure/certification tests required for employment in a specific occupation.

· Students with disabilities are included in group employability activities.
	· Students with disabilities are provided information about requesting accommodations needed for occupational competency and/or licensure/certification tests.  Alternate methods for measuring occupational competency are provided for students with disabilities when necessary.

· Members of special populations are provided opportunities to practice employability skills.
	· Alternate methods for measuring occupational competency are provided for students with disabilities when necessary.  Students with disabilities are provided information and assistance, if needed, to request accommodations needed for occupational competency and/or licensure/certification tests.

· Members of special populations are provided opportunities to practice employability skills with feedback for improvement.  When students cannot meet clothing or transportation needs, such help is provided.  

	At Risk Students
	· Students who have dropped out or who are at-risk of dropping out are enrolled in career and technology education programs.
	· Students who have dropped out or who are at-risk of dropping out are enrolled in career and technology education programs and limited support services are made available to these students if needed.
	· A written description exists of a guidance and counseling program with special provisions for students who are at-risk of dropping out of school.  Support services are identified based on individually assessed needs.  Delivery is documented through a career plan or student service strategy plan.
	· Outside resources and professionals are used to identify specialized support services and/or community-based services and a process for referring students as needed to these resources has been developed.

	Students with Limited English Proficiency
	· Students who have limited English proficiency are enrolled in career and technology education programs.
	· Students who have limited English proficiency are enrolled in career and technology education programs and support services are made available to these students if requested.
	· Each student who speaks English as a second language receives assistance in developing workplace fluency in English language communication, including speaking, reading, and writing.
	· Support services are identified based on individually assessed needs for students who are limited English proficient.  Delivery is documented through a career plan or student service strategy plan.  Outside resources and professionals are used to identify specialized support services and/or community-based services and a process for referring students as needed to these resources has been developed.
