• If you are physically incapacitated, you may choose an agent to deliver your application, the agent 
must print their name and sign the application in the box provided. 

Section 5 • If you want absentee ballots mailed to you for all elections in which you are eligible for this calendar 
year, check the first box. 

• If you want absentee ballots for a specific election, check the second box and print the date(s) of the 
election(s) in which you wish to vote by absentee ballot.
