Guidelines for Training Program Approval
NOTICE
It is important that you read and understand the conditions under which OSFM provides approval to assist in training efforts.

1. The approval program assigns unique numbers and maintains a listing of topics of fireworks training programs.

2. Approval means that a display fireworks company’s training program meets local or national standards of training.

3. All lesson plans and curriculum are considered to be "copyrighted" or proprietary unless noted on Request for Training Program Approval.

4. There is no intent, expressed or implied that "approval" indicates or in any way conveys OSFM approval of concepts, practices, handouts, reference sources, methods, techniques, products or devices, presented in OSFM accredited courses, approved training programs may not be advertised as endorsed or recommended by OSFM.

5. Approved lesson plans or curriculum are not reviewed to determine if they are current with respect to local ordinances, laws, statutes, or court decisions. It is the responsibility of any individual or company submitting a lesson plan or curriculum to conduct an appropriate review to determine that material is current, legally correct, and not in conflict with the OSFM. Likewise it is the responsibility of any company which has obtained a lesson plan or curriculum from another company to conduct an appropriate review of the material for the same reasons.

6. Approved lesson plan or curriculum content questions must be directed to the author(s) or original display fireworks company submitting the approval request.


1. Section 1640 (a) (1) of Title 68, O.S., requires that effective January 1, 2013 every person wishing to become a Licensed Outdoor Display Operator must complete a minimum of eight (8) hours of OSFM approved fireworks classroom training, which shall include a mandatory hands-on training module, to be eligible to test for licensing. 

a. Section 1640 (3) (c) of Title 68, O.S. requires that effective January 1, 2013 every Licensed Outdoor Display Operator must complete six (6) hours of continuing education training approved by the OSFM within the three (3) year licensed period to be eligible to renew their license. 
2. Approval means that OSFM has accepted a training program as meeting NFPA 1123, and that the course will be taught by qualified instructors, and that lesson plans, Pre-tests/Post-tests and training materials will be maintained by the display fireworks company requesting approval.
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3. All requests for training approval must be submitted in writing. It is recommended approval requests are submitted to OSFM one hundred and eighty (180) days prior to the course presentation date. Approval requests shall contain the following information:

a. Statement from the display fireworks company head or entity which states the reason OSFM approval is needed.
b. Course approval sheet.
c. Resume of instructor(s) qualifications.
d. Course curriculum.
i. Lesson plan.
ii. Lesson outline.
4. After reviewing the above documentation, OSFM shall notify the requesting display fireworks company administrator that an approval number has been assigned to the lesson plan, or, if the documentation is incomplete and/or insufficient, OSFM will request any additional information needed in order to receive OSFM approval.
a. Course curriculum will be approved for the remainder of the NFPA 1123 code cycle in which it was originally submitted.
b. The sponsoring training display fireworks companies/entity shall provide certificates or awards of completion. The certificate of completion shall show the OSFM approval number and the length (hours) of the class and the instructor name and OSFM ID number. Certificates of completion shall not contain language which implies that OSFM conducted the training or approved the content of any material utilized during the class unless pre-approved by OSFM.
5. For an entry on OSFM training records the course instructor must provide OSFM with a roster which contains course title, OSFM assigned approval number, instructors name and there issued OSFM T-I number, participants names, OSFM training program identification  number, and employing entity of the attending student.

6. OSFM maintains training records for Licensed Outdoor Display. 
7. Course material shall be appropriate for a classroom setting and shall not contain any inappropriate, vulgar, or sexual content.
