Measles is a very contagious disease, that can cause severe illness,
complications and death, especially in children under five.

The most common symptoms of measles are:
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Families should follow the school’s sick leave policy if their child is sick.

If the sick child has traveled or been exposed to measles in the last 21 days, a parent/
guardian should call their health care provider or local health department to
determine next steps, like whether testing is needed.
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
