Complacency is an issue when it comes to our
areas. Training is good but to be more proactive when it comes to the training. Having the right
amount of equipment that would pertain to a mass casualty event is being worked out. Having
the right equipment for the patients such as “tiny patients” older patients and children. We
must practice more often to not become complacent. One can get trained by DPS for free. Marc
Crawford is the contact for the class.
