It was mentioned to have the RTAB encourage everyone to obtain the
OTEP and Rural Trauma Team Development Course (RTTDC) to aid in reaching the goals listed
in Items 1 and 2. The RPC Chair KC Nickels will make a request at the RTAB’s next meeting. It
was also discussed to send a representative from the RTAB to the OTERAC meeting to
encourage EMS agencies to promote the OTEP course in reaching the goals in business item
#1. A motion to send the RPC Chair to the RTAB to suggest training with OTEP and RTTDC be
emphasised to the Region was made by Russell Martin and seconded by Jeremy McClemore.
