Regional Medical Response System reports completing quarter 3 projects. Redundant communications
drilled scheduled as well as a community-based exercise with Healthcare Coalition. Full scale exercise
scheduled for June. REMS was activated for fires and went well. Memorial Race is open for registration.
PediMates are available for EMS that needs them. Programs are going out for parents with special
needs children who assist and provide information to first responders about the needs of children in their

area.

OSSSAC is working on putting together a packet for rural EMS to have stroke specific care readily
available.
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Maxine Council and Zachary Sinsheimer are working together currently to put together a comprehensive
report. The percentage of patients has not changed but the volume has increased. OU reports an
increase from approximately 40 Priority 3 patients to over 200 Priority 3 patients. Future coordination
needs to be had for all facilities and first responders to discuss transport and patient destination.

Dr. Lindsay DaVault presented Surgical Capabilities of Rural Oklahoma with critical takeaways that rural
facilities do not have the resources or capability to provide adequate care for trauma patients and
understanding and acceptance from the city hospitals is needed.

George Benard moved to approve “Stop the Bleed” that will occur prior to the Trauma Symposium as
well as at the Health Department as the Regional Trauma Activity for the 2023 Trauma Awareness
Month in May.
