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PUBLIC HEALTH STATISTICS OF OKLAHOMA
BIRTHS AND DEATHS

1958

Vital statistics relating tothe births and deaths that occurred in Oklahoma
or to residents of Oklahoma during the calendar year 1958 are published in this
sixteenth annual edition of Public Health Statistics of Oklahoma, Part II. In-
formation in this publication is based on data obtained from the standard cer-
tificates of live births, stillbirths, and deaths filed in the Oklahoma State
Department of Health. Analysis of specific data is somewhat limited in scope,
but some of the observations of particular interest to the public health workers
of today have been expanded for more detailed discussion.

The narrative portion of the publication is followed by detailed tables
giving vital statistics data for each county, Oklahoma City, and Tulsa City.
Other tables for the State show deaths from selected causes by age at death, sex,
and race; principal causes of death for each age group and race; live births and
stillbirthsby attendant and placeof delivery; anda historical summary of births,
deaths, and important causes of death for each year since 1935. Tabulations of
data beyond those givenin this bulletin are furnished upon request whenever pos-
sible by the State Department of Health.

POPULATION

Each year the Oklahoma State Committee for Population Estimates computes and
published county population estimates based on averages of estimates made by two
independent methods: (1) the Census Bureau Method II (revised) as illustrated
in Current Population Reports, Series P-25,No, 133and (2) the Vital Rates Method
as described in Current Population Reports, Series P-25, No, 97. The estimates
released by this committee are used in this bulletin for those years in which
U. S. census counts are not made, The July 1, 1958 estimate made by the commit-
tee for the State as a whole is 2,299,590; for the white racial group the esti-
mate is 2,087,058, for the Negro, 158,763, and for the Indian, 53,769.

RESIDENCE ALLOCATION

Table C in the appendix shows the number of births, deaths, stillbirths,
infant and neonatal deaths that occurred in each county during the year., These
figures are based only on the birth and death certificates filed in Oklahoma.
Since information according to place of residence, however, is generally more
useful, all other detailed tables contain information relating to the resident
population of the area specified.

Table 2 shows the states in which the largest number of births and deaths
to Oklahoma residents occurred. Large numbers of births and deaths to residénts
of the State occurred in the bordering states, Texas, Arkansas, and Kansas, as




might be expected, because of the hospital facilities in some of the cities just

across the borders.

CAUSE OF DEATH CLASSIFICATION

The cause of death selected for statistical purposes from multiple causes
reported on a death certificate during 1958 was selected according to the proce-
dures established in connection with the Seventh Revision of the International
Statistical Classification of Diseases, Injuries, and Causes of Death, During
the years 1949-1957, selection of the cause of death was in accordance with the
Sixth Revision. Due to several minor changes, comparability ratios have been
established for the two revisions and should be utilized when comparing their
rates or numbers. Table 3 contains those ratios which represent 2 per cent or
more change from the Sixth to the Seventh Revision.

Prior to 1949, the causeof death was classified according to the procedures
established in the Fifth Revision, This revision of the classification of cause
of death represented changes of such magnitude from those in effect before 1949
that some of the statistics prior to that year may not be comparable with data
for later years without adjusting. Comparability ratios have been established,
as shownin Table B in the Appendix, and numbers and rates for certain categories
in the years 1940-1948 have been adjusted to comparability with 1949 and succeed-
ing years. Table A, also in the Appendix, contains data as originally classi~
fied bythe coding rules in effect during the year concerned, but these, too, can
be adjusted for comparisons by use of the comparability ratios shown in Table B
when necessary.

LIVE BIRTHS

The total number of live births to residentsof Oklahoma in 1958 was 50,552,
for a rateof 22,0, a decrease fromthe number of 51,349 and raté of 22.5 in 1957.
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Rates by race were 21,0 for the white racial group, 28.9 for the Negro, and 41,1
for the Indian. The white rate showed a slight decrease from 1957, whereas the
Negro rate remained the same, and the Indian rate showed an increase, The sex
ratio was approximately 105 males per 100 females as compared with 104 males to
100 females the previous year.

Although the number of deliveries in hospitals composes the greater propor-
tionof live births, a number of births are still being attended by persons other
than physicians, During 1958, 0.3 per cent of the white deliveries were in this
category, l.1 per cent of the Indian were attended by same; but among the Negro
population 9.6 per cent of the deliveries were attended by persons other than
physicians,

Table 4 above showsthe type of institution or place where the births occur-
red, and the type of attendant. Hospital deliveries accounted for 97.l per cent
of the total number in the white racial group, 84.2 per cent among Negroes, and
96.3 among Indian.

Chart 1, page 4, contains the percentage of hospital deliveries for each
race during the years, 1946-1958. The white and Indian percentages of hospital
deliveries ran close together for the 13 year period. The Negro percentage has
been considerably lower than the other races during the period. It can be no-
ticed, however, that the percentage of Negro births in hospitals is on the in-
crease and is rapidly approaching the white and Indian race percentages.

The median age of mothers in 1958 was about 24,3 years, The median age in
the white racial groupwas also 24.3; in the Negro group, 24.2; and in the Indian
group, 25.3. The median birth weight was roughly 7 pounds.

Immature Births

During 1958, 7.0 per cent of the 50,127 births reporting birth weight, spec-
ified weights of five and a half pounds or less., The proportions of the live
births that were immature, based on birth weight alone as the criterion of imma-
turity, for each racial group, are shown in Table 4. Variations among the racial
groups have been observed, with the proportion of Negro babies classified as im-
mature remaining consistently higher than the proportion of white or Indian ba-
bies. The proportionof Negro babies classified as immature was 13,9 as compared
to 4,7 for the Indian and 6.4 for the white.

Chart 2, page 6, shows the percentage age distribution of the mothers of
immature infants compared with that of mothers of mature infants. The propor-
tions of mothers of immature infants in the age groups under 20 and over 40 were
slightly greater than those of mothers of mature infants in the same age groups.

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STILLBIRTHS

Stillbirth certificatesare filed for births which show no signs of life and
which have developed to the twentieth week or more of gestation at the time of
birth. Stillbirth rates have declined from an average ratio of 28.0 stillbirths
per 1,0001live births in 1936-1938 to a ratio of 13.4 in 1956-1958, The ratio of
13,3 was recorded for 1958; the ratio for the white population was 11.6 as com-
pared to 24.4 for the Negro and 22,6 for the Indian.

The underlying causes of the stillbirths reported in 1958 are shown in
Table 7. The selection of the underlying cause was based on the sequence of
events that led to the stillbirths as reported on the medical certifications on
the stillbirth certificates, In instances where no logical sequence could be
established, however, if more than one cause was reported, precedence was given
to causes determined in the fetus, placenta or cord over causes and conditions
in the mother, when they were reported together on certificates.

Littleover half, 54.1 percent, of the stillbirths were attributed to causes

determined inthe fetus, placenta and cord: 39.5 per cent were attributed to pla-

centa and cord conditions and congenital malformations accounted for 10.8 per
cent of the stillbirths. Almost 13 per cent were attributed to causes determined
in the mother or related to pregnancy: toxemia of pregnancy and difficulties in
labor were the leading causes in this group, accounting for 4.0 and 3.9 per cent,
respectively, of the stillbirths. For 133 of the stillbirths, no cause was spe-
cified and for 88, the cause given was classified as ill-defined, making a total

of 32.9 percent of the stillbirthsfor which the cause of stillbirth was actually
undetermined.

Table 8 shows information as to whether the stillbirths occurred before or

during labor. For those stillbirths that stated whether or not death occurred
before or during labor, 70.8 per cent had occurred before labor.

TOTAL DEATHS

The resident crude death rate for Oklahoma was 9.5 per 1,000 estimated pop-
ulation, representing a small increase from the rate of 9.4 in 1957. The white
rate was 9.3, the same as in 1957, and the rates for the other racial groups
varied slightly -- the Negro rate down from 11.3 to 11.1, and the Indian rate up
from 10.9 to 11.0. These rates and the figures on which they are based may be
found in Tables I and II inthe Appendix, together with data for important causes
of death.

LEADING CAUSES OF DEATH

The leading causes of death for Oklahomans in 1958 are shown in Chart 3,
paze 9, together with the percentages of the total number of deaths assigned to
each of these causes.

The designation of leading causes of death depends in part on the way in
which the various small categories of the classification scheme are combined to
produce the groups of causes to be ranked. Each leading cause as used in Okla-
homa is a combination of categories from the International List. The method of
combination and selection follows in general the procedure recommended by the
riortality Working Groupof the Public Health Conferenceon Records and Statistics,
with two exceptions: '"MNephritis and Nephrosis," including International List
numbers 590-594, is considered as one group, instead of being broken into the
two categories 590-591 and 592-594. 'Diseases of the Arteries," comprising list
numbers 450-456, is included, instead of the single title 450 (arteriosclerosis).
These changes were made to keep within the framework of the International Inter-
mediate List of 150 Causes.

More than a third of the total deaths occurring during 1958 were attributed
to some type of heart disease, making it to rank number one as a leading cause
of death, Asin past years, malignant neoplasms, vascular lesions of the central
nervous system, and accidents, in that order, were the next three numerically
most important causes and combined they represented about 35 per cent of the to-
tal deaths from all causes. These along with the other leading causes for the
general population are shown above in Chart 3.

Since age and cause of death are closely related, study of the leading
causes of death for each age group is an important factor in determining health
problems and needs., Table IV in the Appendix lists the numerically most impor-
tant causes of death for each of seven broad age groups for the year 1958. Com-
parisonsof the leading causes of death for the year 1948 in the population under
25 and the population 65 and over with the same causes in 1958 are shown in
graphic form on Chart 4 -- since the deaths that occur during the first year of
life constitute such a large proportion of the deaths under 25 years of age and
since the problems of this age group are in general peculiar to that age group
alone, deaths under one year of age have been excluded from the figures used for
this chart, Vital statistics relating to the population under one year of age
will be discussed separately in this bulletin.

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Heart Disease

Heart diseases, the leading cause of death for the three major racial groups
and all age groups above 45,accounted for 7,445 deaths during 1958. The rate of
323.8 deaths per 100,000 estimated population was the highest on record and was
better than three times what it was in 1930 -- the adjusted number and rate for
that year were 2,424 and 101.2, Chart 5 showsthe rapidly increasing death rates
over the past twenty-five years. The rate for heart disease deaths among the
white racial group, 328.6, exceeded both the Negro and Indian rates, 287.9 and
241,8, respectively. Age wasan important factor in heart disease; 45.1 per cent
of the heart disease deaths during 1958 were in persons 75 and over and another
28.3 per cent were in persons ages 65-74, The 5,467 heart disease deaths of
persons 65 years of age and over represented 40.4 per cent of the total deaths
in that age group. Men were more frequently victims of heart disease than women
as evidenced by the 4,578 male victims compared to 2,867 female.

A larger number of heart disease deaths were attributed to arteriosclerotic
and degenerative heart disease, 80.3 per cent of the total number. Hypertension
with heart disease and chronic rheumatic heart disease accounted for 9.6 and 2.3
per centof the deaths, respectively. Other diseases of the heart were responsi-
ble for 7.8 per cent.

This category does not include congenital heart conditions, which accounted
for 108 deaths in 1958. These deaths were included among the congenital malfor-
mations. Furthermore, it does not include acute rheumatic fever, to which 9
deaths were attributed in 1958, 6 of them with mention of heart involvement.

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Malignant Neoplasms

The death rate from malignant neoplasmshas continued to fall below the heart
disease death rate and has increased at a slower rate. Deaths from this disease
numbered 3,223 in 1958 and accounted for 14.8 per cent of the total deaths.
Chart 5, above, compares the increase in death rates from cancer with those from
heart diseases for the last twenty-five years.

The respiratory system (trachea, bronchus, or lung) was specified as the
primary site of malignancy in 13.0 per cent of the cancer deaths. This was the
most frequently reported primary site forthe total population and among the male
population; in fact, for 21,0 per cent of the males dying from cancer, the primary
lesion was in the trachea, bronchus, or lung. The breast, however, was the most
frequently reported primary site of cancer causing death among females, with 234
of the cancer deaths among females specifying this to be the primary site. The
breast was reported asthe primary lesion in one male death, also. The next most
frequently reported primary site for cancer causing death among the total popu-
lation was the intestines, as specified on 296, or 9.2 per cent of the cancer
deaths, The female outnumbered the male, 171 to 125.

Cancer of the uterus was specified as primary in 203 of the female cancer
deaths, with 105 of these described as cancer of the cervix uteri. The uterus
was the second most frequently reported primary site among females, Cancer of
the breast and uterus together accounted for 28.8 per cent of the cancer deaths
among females. For the male population, the prostate was second to the respira-
tory system, as a site of primary cancer causing death, accounting for 218, or
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12.8 per cent of the male cancer deaths. Table 9, below, gives a breakdown of
the cancer deaths according to primary site for each sex.

The death rate for all malignant neoplasms was higher among the white popu-
lation, 142.1 per 100,000 population, than among the Negro or Indian population,
121.6 and 120.9, respectively., This relationship varied, however, for the death
rates for malignant neoplasms of specific sites. Reference is made to Table I
in the Appendix.

Vascular Lesions of the
Central Nervous System

The third leading cause of death in Oklahoma was vascular lesions of the
central nervous system, accounting for 13.0 per cent of the deaths during 1958.
Somewhat like cancer and heart disease, vascular lesions of the central nervous
system as a cause of death has been on the increase though the rate of increase
has been a little less rapid. In 1938, the adjusted death rate for this cause
was 76.7 per 100,000 estimated population. In 1948, it had increased to 93.6,
and the 1958 rate was 123.6. The rate for this cause of death among the Negro
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population in 1958 was 144.2 as compared to 122.9 for the white population and
93.0 for the Indian.

Accidents

Accidents held its position as the fourth leading cause of death among the
general population and continued to be the leading cause of death for persons
between one and 34 years of age during 1958. A total of 1,515 residents of the
State died from injuries sustained in some type of accident. Almost half of
these fatalities, 45,9 per cent, were due to motor-vehicle accidents. Falls was
the next type of accident causing the most deaths, accounting for 225. Fires
and explosions of combustible materials caused the death of 155 persons.

Since the prevention of accidents is a major problem in itself and requires
specific data as to when, where, how, and to whom accidents occur, more detailed
information pertaining to the deaths that resulted from accidents occurring in
Oklahoma will be published in Part IIT of Public Health Statistics.

Certain Diseases of Early Infancy

This category includes birth injuries, postnatal asphyxia and atelectasis,
infections of the newborn, disorders arising from maternal toxemia, immaturity,
and certain other conditions peculiar tothe newborn infant, but does not include
congenital malformations. All of the 837 victims of these conditions died at less
than one year of age. Further discussion of these deaths is deferred to the
section on Infant Deaths.

Influenza and Pneumonia

The combined death rate for influenzaand pneumonia has dropped considerably
from the rate of 135.1 deaths per 100,000 population in 1928 (the first year for
which figures are available) to the rate of 32.4 in 1958. As a group, the two
diseases ranked sixth as a leading cause of death, accounting for a total of 746
deaths in 1958,

The influenza-pneumonia death rates for the racial groups varied. In fact,
for the Indian population, the death rate was almost three times that for the
white population, the rates being 80.0 and 30.1, respectively. The Negro rate
was 47,2 per 100,000 population.

Diseases of the Arteries

Another group of diseases particularly common in older people is diseases
of the arteries. It ranked seventh as a leading cause of death in 1958 for the
total population, but was not a leading cause in any age group under 65. This
group of diseases caused 461 deaths in persons 65 and over, 3.4 per cent of the
total deaths in that age group. Rates for the white and Negro populations of
all ages were higher than for the Indian, 22.8, 19.5, and 1.9, respectively.

Diabetes Mellitus

The death rate from diabetes mellitus for 1956 was 12,0 per 100,000 popula-
tion, a decrease from the 1957 rate of 13.8. This rate for 1958, which was the
sameas 1956, was the lowest recorded since 1948 when a rateof 11.7 was observed.
Rates for the Negro and Indian groups havebeen consistently higher than the white
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rates, and the 1958 rates also showed this fact with rates of 11.5 for the white
population, 14.5 for the Negro and 24.2 for the Indian.

Nephritis and Nephrosis

Next in rank as a cause of death was nephritis and nephrosis, occurring at
a rate of 11.7 per 100,000 population, The Negro rate of 34.0 was considerably
higher than either the white rate of 9.9 orthe Indian rate of 18.6 making it the
seventh leading cause of death for the MNegro population. DMale deaths, 142, ex-
ceeded the female, 128. A larger number of these deaths were among older people;
43.7 per cent were 75 and over and 20.0 per cent were between the ages 65-74.

Congenital Malformations

The Intermediate List of 150 Causes provides three categories for congenital
malformations, as may be seen in Table I in the Appendix. For the first of these
groups, spina bifida and meningocele, 17 of the 20 assigned deaths occurred at
less than one year of age. The second category, congenital malformations of the
circulatory system, included 116 deaths,with 92 at under one year. For the third
category,all other congenital malformations, 88 of the 117 deaths occurred during
the first year of life., Further discussion will be included in the section on

Infant Deaths.
Other Important Causes of Death

The tuberculosis death rate has shown an 86 per cent decrease over the past
20 year period, from an average rate of 51.8 in 1936-1938 to 7.4 in 1956-1958.
It wasin fourteenth position as a leading cause of death in 1958 for the general
population but was in seventh position for the Indian population, accounting for
27 deaths, a rate of 50.2 per 100,000 population. Males accounted for 114 of
the 164 total deaths for the general population, however, among the Indians the
female deaths outnumbered the male, 17 to 10,

Suicide wasan important causeof death among the general population account-
ing for 205 deaths in 1958, thus falling in eleventh position among the leading
causes. The white suicide rate, 9.4, was high in comparison to the 2.5 for the
Negroes and 7.4 for Indians.

Hypertension without mention of heart was designated as being responsible
for 198 deaths representing a rate of 8.6. The rates among the racial groups
differed somewhat, being 7.8 for the white, 18.9 for the Negro, and 9.3 for the
Indian. All but 10 of the 198 deaths in the category were at ages 45 and over.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

The mortality rates from acute communicable diseases have followed a down-
ward trend for the past several years. Although the numbers of these deaths are
now relatively small, they constantly represent a potential threat to the public
health which demands the attention of those concerned with both preventive and

curative medicine.

Typhoid fever was reported responsible for one death during 1958 and para-
typhoid for none. Dysentery, all forms, accounted for 3 deaths of which 2 were
attributed to bacillary form of the disease and one to amebic dysentery.
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Whooping cough accounted for 3 deaths during the year. The number for
whooping cough was the lowest that has been recorded forany previous year. Diph-
theria was responsible forno deaths in 19538 as compared with one death for 1957.
This wasthe first time since 1953 that no deaths were attributed to the disease.

Acute poliomyelitis caused no deaths in 1958, thus being the first year on
record that this disease had caused no deaths in the State. The previous year,
1957, 6 deaths were reported.

Infectious hepatitis and infectious encephalitis deaths remained at about
the same levelas for recent years., Deaths from the first mentioned disease num-
bered 8 in 1958, compared with 15, 13, 10, 9, 13, and ¢ for the years 1957 back
to 1952. The latter condition caused 11 deaths, compared with 5, 2, 6, 10, 4,
and 3. Also included in deaths from communicable diseases are: late effects of
poliomyelitis, 3; tetanus, 5; septicemia and pyemia, 21; malaria, 2; measles, 6.
The numbers of deaths from other communicable diseases may be found in Table I
in the Appendix.

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MATERNAL DEATHS

The maternal death rate dropped to an all-time low of 3.6 per 10,000 live
births in 1958, compared to 4.9 in the previous year and 3.7 in 1956, The rate
for the white racial group was considerably lower than that for the Negro and
Indian. The death rates were 3.0 for the white group, 6.5 for the Negro, and
9.0 for the Indian as compared to corresponding rates of 3.6, 15.3, and 9.3 in
1957.

jore maternal deaths occurred inthe older age groups than among the younger
mothers, During 1958, only 21.6 per cent of the births to residents of Oklahoma
were to mothers who were 30 or more years of age; yet, two-thirds of the maternal

INFANT DEATHS

Although the infant death rate in 1958,27.2, was less than half what it was
twenty-five years ago, 56.4 in 1933, the deaths of babies under one year of age
accounted for 6.3 per cent of the total deaths during the year 1958, The white
infant death rate was low in comparison to the rates of 50.0 and 40.3 for the
Negro and Indian racial groups.

Table 12 on the following page shows the infant death rates for each racial
group according to cause, Immaturity when selected as the underlying cause of
death, was the leading cause of death for the infants under one year of age, ac-
counting for 288, or 21.0 per cent, of the infant deaths., Immaturity was also
the leading cause among the whiteand Negro racial groups; whereas, pneumonia was
the leading cause among the Indian population.

Following immaturity in importance was the cause postnatal asphyxia and
atelectasis with 209 deaths. These included 176 white, 26 Negro, and 7 Indian.
Congenital malformations was responsible for 197 deaths of all races, thus being
third as a leading cause of death among those persons under one year of age.
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Although it is not the usual procedure to include residual groups in the leading
causes, the other certain diseases of early infancy group did show an increase
over previous years. This is partly due to a change in coding procedure which
became effective January 1, 1958.

Accidental deaths among infants yielded a rate of 1.3 per 1,000 live births
representing an increase from the 1.0 recorded for 1957. The rates among the
race groups varied showing rates of 1.2 for the white, 2.0 for the Negro, and
2.3 for the Indian.

Deaths of Infants Under
One Month of Age

The neonatal death rate has not decreased as rapidly as the total infant

death rate during the past twenty-five years. The rate for 1958, 19.9, was a
little more than two-thirds what it was in 1933, 29.5.
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Almost three-fourths, 73.4 per cent, of the infant deaths were of babies
less than 28 days of age. The Negro neonatal death rate, 33.6 per 1,000 live
births,was again higher than the comparable rates forthe white and Indian groups,
18.4 and 21.3, respectively.

Because neonatal deaths form such a large part of infant deaths, causes of
neonatal deaths are given in Table 13 for the same categories used in Table 12,
Numbersand rates by race are included, The causes accounting for the most deaths
were immaturity, with 284 deaths, and postnatal asphyxia and atelectasis with
202 deaths.

The age at which the neonatal deaths occurred is shown in Table 14. During
the first week of life, 884, or 87,7 per cent of the neonatal deaths occurred.
This number amountedto 64.4 per cent of all infant deaths. During the first day
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of life 533 deaths occurred, comprising 52.9 per cent of the neonatal deaths, and
38.8 per cent of all infant deaths. The number of deaths per day of life gener-
ally fell off as the age increased.

Distribution by age varied decidedly among the causes, mortality from pneu-
moniaand congenital malformations, for instance, declining much more slowly with
age than that from immaturity and injury at birth. Accidents, though of much
less relative importance as a cause of neonatal death than the causes just men-
tioned, accounted for 7 deaths at less than 28 days.

The differences inthe neonatal and infant death rates for the racial groups
are shown in Chart 7 on the next page.

Deaths of Infants One through

Table 15 shows the deaths of infants from one through 11 wonths of age by
age at death., The number of deaths in this group decreased from 373 in 1957 to
365 in 1958. A decrease has usually been observed in deaths in this classifica-
tion from one year to the next, although since 1947 this decrease has been very
slow.

Pneumonia was the most important cause of death here, as has generally been
the case. Other leading causes were congenital malformations, accidents, and
gastro-enteritis and colitis. Immaturity having caused 284 neonatal deaths, was
reported as being responsible for only &4 deaths in infants from one through I1
months of age. Injury at birth was responsible for no deaths among persons 28
days or over,

The difference between the racial groups in percentage of infant deaths

which occurred in this age group was pronounced. The percentage for the white
group was 23.5; for the Negro, 32.8; and for the Indian, 47.2.

The 671 fetal deaths combined withthe 1,008 neonatal deaths rendered a rate
of 33.2 per 1,000 total live births exceeding the rate of 30.7 recorded in 1957
and 29.8 in 1956, Fetal and neonatal mortality rates for the three-year period,
1956-1958, varied for the racial groups as shown in the chart on the following

page.

Most of the fetal deaths, 93.4 per cent, were attended by physicians in
hospitals. Physicians attended another 5.2 per cent which were reported to have
occurred outside hospitals. Only 1.4 per cent of the fetal deaths were attended
by midwife, other and unknown persons.
