Of
these 7 FQHCs, 6 submitted invoices,
and of these 6, 4 FQHCs were
determined to be eligible for UCF
assistance.
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For services provided in September,
the Uncompensated Care Fund
reimbursed FQHCs for approximately
873 uninsured encounters.

Each qualifying FQHC received
approximately 66.78% of their
requested reimbursement amount.
