-Patient Navigation

Take Charge! has screened
68,602 women since initial funding
in 1995.

Take Charge! is funded by a grant
from the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC),
National Breast and Cervical

(NBCCEDP), State Funding and
the Breast and Cervical Cancer
(BCC) Revolving Fund.
