EMS Statutes and Rules

This is a friendly reminder
to all of EMS Statutes and
Rules 310:641-3-60 Part 13
#10:

“Implements inserted into
the patient’'s nose or
mouth shall be single-
service wrapped and
properly stored and han-
dled. When multi-use
items are utilized, the lo-
cal health care facilities
should be consulted for
instructions in sanitation
and handling of such
items”.

In recent months during
inspections performed by
the Department we have
noticed this Rule is not be-
ing followed by a number of
services. This Rule is in
place to help protect the
patient form cross contami-
nation.

This is easily implemented
by keeping all single use
items in the wrapping they
are shipped in until you
need to use them. If you are
using multi-use items, indi-
vidually clean and place
them in Ziploc bags or
something  similar  until
needed

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As you should be aware, the new EMS state protocols
became effective April 1, 2013.

All previous versions are suspended and can no longer be
used.

Agencies have four options available regarding the new
2013 protocols.

(1) An agency may choose to adapt the protocols as a
complete set.

(2) An agency may adapt some protocols while choosing
to delete others. No justification is necessary for drop-
ping protocols.

(3) An agency may choose to adopt some protocols and
alter others. If so they will need to submit appropriate
justification and supporting documentation for the al-
tered protocols.

(4) An agency may choose to continue to use their own
previously approved protocols.

Agencies must submit signed documentation detailing
which option the Agency Director and Medical Director
chooses.

The documentation requirements are as follows:

A letter signed by the Agency Director and Medical
Director stating they will be adopting the OSDH 2013
Protocols as a complete set.

OR

A letter signed by the Agency Director and Medical
Director listing the deletions from the OSDH 2013 Pro-
tocols. The deletions do not require a justification or
additional documentation.

Protocol Update

OR

A letter signed by the Agency Director and Medical
Director listing and detailing alterations to the proto-
cols. Justification and supporting documentation
must be submitted for alterations .

OR

A letter signed by the Agency Director and Medical
Director will not be using the 2013 State Approved
Protocols, that they will be using their protocols.

If the agency chooses to continue to use its current
protocols, then they must submit a new electronic
copy of their current protocols for our review.

All services will submit (1) a copy of their letter signed by
the Agency Director and Medical Director, as well as (2) a
copy of the Authorized Procedure List (APL).

The agency may add to the list if there are additional pro-
tocols submitted for review and approval. Only one APL
is needed per agency. We are not asking to see what the
Medical Director has authorized each staff member (as in
Individual Protocol), only what has been authorized for
the agency as a whole.

As of this article the State has received:

45 completed EMRA Signature Letters and APLs, 19
partially completed EMRA Signature Letters and APLs,
leaving 103 EMRAs that have not turned in any Protocol
updates.

30 completed EMS Signature Letters and APLs, 55 par-
tially completed EMS Signature Letters and APLs leaving
121 EMS services that have not submitted any Protocol
updates.
