Eligible applicants are state and local units of government, publicly funding educational
institutions, and tribal governments. Non-profit and private institutions are not eligible for this
grant.

Each application must be submitted to hsgrants@okohs.ok.gov and then reviewed by the State
of Oklahoma Cybersecurity Planning Committee. The committee meets once a quarter. You will
be notified when your application will be reviewed and are encouraged to attend the meeting
to answer any questions the committee may have.
