a. Financial Advisory Services

Lt. Governor Pinnell moved to accept the recommendation of the RFP evaluation committee and
select Hilltop Securities to serve as the Financial Advisor for the proposed issuance of bonds for
the benefit of the Office of Management and Enterprise Services “Jim Thorpe Building” project
(House Bill 3571), and the “Capitol Complex Tunnels” project (House Bill 3567).
