Treasurer Russ moved to authorize OCIA staff to prepare and distribute Requests for Proposals 
for financial service providers for the purpose of defeasing a portion of the Series 2018D Bonds 
relating to the Oklahoma City Community Corrections Center, and to authorize OCIA staff to 
select said service providers based on best value to the authority.
