Chapter 53

e Adding in Family Peer Recovery Support Specialists (F-PRSS); this new certification will replace
the current Family Support Provider (FSP) credential
e Clean-up throughout (C-PRSS changed to PRSS, etc)

Important Changes to BHA Requirements (OHCA rule/State Plan changes only):

Behavioral Health Aids (BHAs) will be required to have a minimum of a Behavioral Health Case Manager
| certification effective September 1, 2024. The minimum education requirements for BHAs are not
affected with the implementation of the new minimum qualifications for a CM | above.
