Currently the Project is included in ODOT’s 8-Year Construction
Work Plan (CWP) but is not fully funded. The $220 million
construction cost represents two years of the entire budget for
ODOT’s District 2 in which the project is located. Without the
MPDG or other federal grant funding, this project would not start
until 2029 at the earliest and would take many additional years to
construct. ODOT would have to construct the project in phases in
order to not delay other projects in the CWP. This would increase
overall cost as the project would take more time and be subject to
inflationary risk.

Safety features such as sidewalk, lighting, and median barrier may
be eliminated to reduce cost, resulting in less of a safety benefit.
