The mission of the Oklahoma Department of Transportation is to provide a safe, economical and effective
transportation network for the people, commerce and communities of Oklahoma.

The Oklahoma Department of Transportation develops a statewide Long Range Transportation Plan
(LRTP) covering a minimum of 25 years, which 1s a policy plan, not a project plan. It presents policies
specific to each mode of transportation and aids economic development through transportation
improvements. The Department also develops an 8§ Year Construction Work Plan which encompasses
State, Federal and Interstate highway improvement projects. Both plans and the STIP i1dentify key
transportation needs and facilitate the development, management and operation of safe transportation
systems. The STIP includes capital and non-capital surface transportation projects, phases of projects
including transportation alternatives; transit improvements; Tribal Transportation Program projects,
Federal Lands Transportation Program projects and Federal Lands Access Program projects; Highway
Safety Improvement Program projects; and accessible pedestrian walkways and bicycle facilities.

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WHAT IS THE STIP?

Oklahoma’s transportation system has many needs. Identifying and prioritizing those needs is a
continuous process of evaluating state and regional transportation system requirements at the
broadest level. It includes a progression of planning activities which help establish a context for
sound policy decisions and is an avenue for involving the public in transportation planning to
support the state and regional vision for the future. The Statewide Transportation Improvement
Program (STIP) is a financially constrained program which identifies priority and regionally
significant transportation projects based on extensive planning. These are projects in which funding
is reasonably anticipated to be available in order to implement during the next four (4) years. This
is not a final schedule of projects but is a "best estimate" at the time of STIP development. Only the
projects in the first year of an approved STIP constitute an “agreed to” list for subsequent
scheduling and implementation. The STIP serves as a short-range planning tool which educates the
public on future transportation needs and assures that federal funds are spent on projects consistent
with approved long-range plans.

The State develops a new STIP biennially in direct relationship to the currently approved 8 Year
Construction Work Plan. It is revised through a series of amendments which may be necessary due
to a variety of factors, such as funding changes, project scope changes, or even a requested change
in priority.

This STIP was developed under the guidelines provided by Title 23 United States Code (USC),
Section 135 Statewide Planning. A federally-approved STIP is required for projects to be eligible
for federal funding under Title 23 USC and Title 49 USC, Chapter 53.



SECTION 1: BALANCING PROCESS

Federal regulations require that the STIP be fiscally constrained by year. The budgetary
projections, established through a systematic evaluation of the Department’s anticipated Federal-
Aid and State revenues and expenditures, as well as previously unobligated balances in funding
categories, earmarks and other mandatory programs, are utilized to assure this. In addition, the
Federal- Aid amount includes a 7.5% projection overstatement to avoid any potential loss of future
Federal Aid funds due to under programming. Projections were performed for Federal Fiscal Years
2024-2027 with the Federal Fiscal Year defined as beginning October 1st and ending on September
30th. If federal funding received varies from original estimates, the number of projects included in
any one year will be revised accordingly.

SECTION 2: PERFORMANCE BASED PLANNING AND PROGRAMING

Projects in the STIP are directly linked to the implementation of performance-based planning and
programming (PBPP) as many of the performance measures are utilized when selecting projects to
be included in the STIP. The Office of Deputy Director — Planning & Policy is responsible for the
oversight of PBPP. This includes, reporting performance targets, identifying area transportation
needs and providing planning documents to ODOT Field District Engineers for their consideration
in the selection of State, Federal and Interstate highway improvement projects. The planning
products developed include the Long Range Transportation Plan, a policy oriented document that
identifies strategies to help meet the needs of all transportation modes over the next 25 years; the
Transportation Asset Management Plan, a process oriented document that identifies strategies for
improving performance; the Transit Asset Management Plan, a document that prioritizes funding
based on the condition and maintenance of transit needs; feasibility or corridor studies, which
assess the needs of particular transportation corridors, and prioritize recommended improvements.

The State’s transportation planning efforts are also coordinated with those of Oklahoma’s
Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) and Regional Transportation Planning Organizations
(RTPOs), in consultation with the tribal governments and non-metropolitan area local officials with
responsibilities for transportation. The development of the Long Range Transportation Plan,
Corridor Studies, Statewide Transportation Improvement Program, as well as early project
development all include opportunities for public participation and review.



SECTION 3: PROJECT SELECTION

The selection of projects begins with key Department Districts collecting and analyzing
transportation data such as the following:

*Surface Condition *Percentage of Truck Traffic

*Bridge Condition *Accident History

*Geometrics *Local, Regional, and National Traffic Patterns
*Average Annual Daily Traffic (AADT) *Capacity

Department Field District Engineers use the understanding gained from this information along with
their knowledge of the transportation needs and priorities in their respective Districts to link
investment priorities to State and National Goals. The STIP supports the accomplishment of the
established performance targets, and the Department intends to achieve positive outcomes as a
result of these data-driven initiatives.



SECTION 4: PERFORMANCE MEASURES AND TARGET SETTING

The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) federal transportation bill instituted
performance measurement to provide greater accountability and transparency to achieve the most
efficient and effective investment of transportation resources. Performance measurement
requirements were refined in Fixing America’s Surface Transportation (FAST) Act and continued
under the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA). State DOTs and MPOs are required to
move towards a performance-based planning process with emphasis on project selection based on
specific planning factors. The projects identified in the 2024-2027 STIP intend to address the
following Performance Targets as applicable.

Performance management is a critical element in roadway safety and is measured by the
number of lives lost and serious injuries sustained on our Nation's roadways. The State's
safety performance targets will help improve data, foster transparency and accountability, and
allow safety progress to be tracked at the National and State level. States use the safety
performance management framework to assist in making progress toward improving road
safety through the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), which requires a data-
driven, strategic approach to improving highway safety through performance. ODOT intends
to achieve positive outcomes as a result of these data-driven initiatives.

SECTION 4: PERFORMANCE MEASURES AND TARGET SETTING CONT.

Under the FAST Act, States are required to set targets for Pavement and Bridge Condition for both the
Interstate and Non-Interstate National Highway System roadways. Additionally, States are required to set
targets for the Interstate and Non-Interstate National Highway System Performance, specifically System
Reliability and Truck Travel Time Reliability.

In December 2022, ODOT set the following targets. ODOT is committed to planning for and programing
projects that contribute to the accomplishments of these targets.

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SECTION 6: FREIGHT INVESTMENT PLAN PROJECTS

ODOT updated the Oklahoma Freight Transportation Plan (OFTP) in January of 2023 to provide a safe, reliable,
and productive freight transportation system that will support the growing economy and population in the state.
It is intended to accomplish the following outcomes:

* Increase attention and focus on freight needs and opportunities.

* Improve coordination of freight planning across multiple modes.

* Provide guidance for other state and regional/metropolitan freight planning efforts.

* Obtain input from the public and private stakeholders regarding state freight planning.

This OFTP was developed to be consistent with the Fixing America’s Surface Transportation Act (FAST Act)
and the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA). The FAST Act established a new funding category
dedicated to freight — the National Highway Freight Program (NHFP) — and required that states identify the
use of NHFP funds within a state freight plan, which includes certain specified elements. The IIJA calls for
additional elements and updates every four years. The complete OFTP can be viewed here.

SECTION 7: TRANSIT PROGRAMS

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) supports public transportation planning, capital purchases,
construction, and operations in numerous ways. It administers grant programs to fund the multimodal
transportation efforts of MPOs and the State and includes funding for five Mobility Management programs.
FTA also provides technical assistance on a broad range of planning and operational topics including regional
and statewide planning and programming; corridor planning; environmental project reviews; travel demand
forecasting; financial planning; land use planning and public involvement. FTA planning assistance is organized
within the following three areas: transportation systems planning, project planning and development, and
environmental review of proposed projects. Financial assistance for capital construction, purchases, operational,
and administrative expenses are also available under FTA administered programs.

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ODOT Transit Asset Management — Transit State of Good Repair Targets

ODOT administers FTA Sections 5311, 5310, 5339(a), 5329, and 5303 program funds for the State of Oklahoma. Section

5311 funding is primarily used for operating and administrative purposes, while capital funding is primarily funded through
the 5339(a), and 5310 grant programs. Capital funds for 5339 are allocated to subrecipients based on performance measures
collected by ODOT annually as well as asset condition (percent past ULB). The measures used vary from year to year, and
are determined by ODOT with input from the subrecipients at the time that funding is made available. Capital funds for
5310 are allocated based on the amount of funding available, and the number of applications received. Applicants must
answer a series of questions regarding their agency and their service, which allows ODOT to take into consideration a

prospective subrecipients state of good repair.

In order to include TAMP in the 5339(a) funding and
performance measure decision process, ODOT determines the
percent of our subrecipients’ fleets that are past their ULB
without taking into account the subrecipients fleet size or
funding. Using these ULB percentages, ODOT then looks at
each subrecipients’ fleet size, population in their service area,
passenger trips and revenue miles to determine a final dollar
amount for ODOT’s participating subrecipients. This process
allows ODOT to see which agencies needed funding, based off
how much of their fleet is past the ULB, but also takes into
consideration the population they serve, and the amount of
service the subrecipient provides that population. Utilizing these
performance measures and statistics allows ODOT to evenly
distribute funding between the participating subrecipients based
on the needs of the subrecipients fleet but also the population to
whom they provide service.

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SECTION 8: METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATIONS

Federal regulations require a Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) to implement transportation planning
processes to include the development of a transportation improvement program (TIP) in cooperation with the
State and public transit operators. TIPs are developed by MPOs, designated by the governor, and dictate
priorities for each individual metropolitan area. The TIPs are included in the STIP without modification.

The Department partners with the state’s four major MPO areas (Oklahoma City, Tulsa, Lawton, and Enid) to
ensure consistency between the TIPs and the STIP. These ongoing partnerships strengthen the working
relationships between the Department and the MPOs in their day-to- day planning activities.

The Department also coordinates with the Frontier MPO and the Arkansas DOT in maintaining the planning
process for the bi-state MPO in the Ft. Smith area.

The new Chisholm Trail MPO, representing the Enid area, was designated on December 29, 2023. ODOT is

working with Chisholm Trail MPO to establish a TIP for their region. The Chisholm Trail MPO TIP will be
added via amendment once it has been developed and approved

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SECTION 9: TRIBAL TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM

Tribal Governments and the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) work in partnership with the Federal Highway
Administration of Tribal Transportation to achieve Tribal Transportation Program (TTP) planning on Tribal
lands. The Tribal transportation planning process includes development of a long-range transportation plan
(LRTP) that 1s approved by the Tribal Government.

Tribal Governments develop a financially constrained year-by-year plan, detailing projects and activities
with funding sources expected to be carried out over the next four years, known as a Tribal Transportation
Improvement Program (TTIP). The TTIP must be consistent with the Tribe’s LRTP, updated as necessary by
the Tribal Government, and be changed only by the Tribal Government. FHWA approval of the TTIP
authorizes the Tribal Government to expend TTP funds for the projects and activities shown in the TTIP.

In Oklahoma, Tribal Governments, BIA, FHWA, State and MPOs keep an open channel of communication
and are partners in the transportation planning and decision-making process. Tribal Transportation
Improvement Programs may be accessed at the following link.

SECTION 10: COUNTY IMPROVEMENTS FOR ROADS AND BRIDGES
PROGRAM

House Bill 1176, 2006 legislation, created the County Improvements for Roads and Bridges (CIRB)
program which provides a long-term state funding increase for the sole purpose of construction or
reconstruction of county roads or bridges on the county highway system that are of the highest priority.

The Department and Counties have prepared a five-year construction work plan comprised of improvements
to the county system that advance the safety and mobility benefits realized by the traveling public and
commerce.

SECTION 11: FEDERAL LANDS HIGHWAY PROGRAM

The Federal Lands Highway Program provides funding for use by the Federal Land Management Agencies
(FLMASs) and Federal Highway Administration for the planning, design, construction or reconstruction of
designated public roads that provide access to, through or within Federal or Tribal lands. The Central Federal
Lands (CFL) Highway Division and the FLMAs such as, the National Park Service (NPS), USDA Forest
Service (Forest Service), U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS), Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) and
Tribal Governments, Bureau of Land Management (BLM), Department of Defense (DOD), U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers (USACE), and the Bureau of Reclamation (BOR), jointly develop transportation projects
based on the need and availability of funds.

The State has a documented process for cooperating with nonmetropolitan local officials that is separate and
discrete from the public involvement process and provides an opportunity for their participation in the
development of the STIP (23 CFR 450.210(b)). Outside of the metropolitan planning areas, transportation
projects are selected by the State in consultation with affected nonmetropolitan local officials.

THE OKLAHOMA METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATIONS
(MPO) TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP) and
THE OKLAHOMA STATEWIDE TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT
PROGRAM (STIP)

Title 23 USC 135(g)(1) requires each State to develop a Statewide Transportation Improvement
Program (STIP) for all areas of the State to cover a period of 4 years and be updated every 4
years or more frequently if the Governor elects to update more frequently. In addition, Title
23 USC 134(j)(1) requires Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPO) designated for each
metropolitan area to develop a Transportation Improvement Program(TIP) in the area for
which the MPO is designated, in cooperation with the State and affected public transportation
operators. In accordance with these requirements, the Oklahoma Department of
Transportation (ODOT) in cooperation with the Association of Central Oklahoma Governments
(ACOG), the Indian Nations Council of Governments (INCOG), the Lawton Metropolitan
Planning Organization (LMPO), the Frontier Metropolitan Planning Organization (Frontier),
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), have
developed the following procedures and deadlines for coordinating and approving the TIP’s.

TIP DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURES AND DEADLINES

PROCEDURE DEADLINE

The MPOs will begin the preparation of a 4 year TIP biennially (2 years
after the initial approval) or more frequently. All projects within the
boundaries of a metropolitan study area requiring Federal
participation, excluding projects undertaken on the National Highway
System (NHS), and pursuant to the National Highway Performance
Program (NHPP), will be selected by the MPOs designated for such
area in consultation with the State and in conformance with the
approved Metropolitan Transportation Plan for such area. Projects
undertaken on the NHS or pursuant to the NHPP will be selected by the
State in cooperation with the MPOs. In areas of the state not covered by
an MPO, all projects in the STIP will be selected by ODOT in
cooperation with the affected local officials.

January

ODOT will request the FHWA to provide a list of Indian Reservation
Roads (IRR) to be included in the TIPs.

ODOT will provide the TMAs (ACOG, INCOG) with a written estimate of
anticipated apportionments and obligation authority to be used for January
preparing their TIPs.

January

MPO's, through ODOT Transit Division will provide a list of all
Transit Programs and Funds to be included in each fiscal year of the TIPs. February

1|Page
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ODOT will provide the MPOs a list of all Federal Funded Forest Highway,
Public Transit, Public Lands, Railroad, County Roads, City Streets, City
Bridges, State Highway projects and FTA Section 5303 funds available to be
included in the TIPs for ACOG, INCOG and LMPO.

March

Each MPO will provide ODOT a copy of its preliminary TIP for review and
comment concurrent with its release for public review and comment, in
accordance with Title 23 USC 134(j)(1)(B). A minimum of thirty (30) days
from the date of first publication will be provided for public review and
comment.

May

ODOT will provide written responses to the MPOs indicating if any specific
problem(s) exist and the action necessary to correct the Preliminary TIPs.

June

A copy of the Final TIPs will be provided to ODOT for review and approval.

July

ODOT will provide the MPOs written notification approving the Final TIPs.

August

Final MPO TIPs will be amended to the current STIP without modification.

September

STIP DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURES

PROCEDURE

DEADLINE

ODOT shall develop a 4 year STIP biennially. Development of the STIP shall
be directly related to the currently approved 8 Year Construction Work Plan.
Thereafter, the STIP will be revised as necessary through a series of
amendments, administrative modifications and annual inclusion of the MPO
TIPs without modification.

January

Development of the STIP will begin with a request to the FHWA for the
current Indian Reservation Roads (IRR) TIP.

January

MPOQO's, through ODOT Transit Division will provide a list of all
Transit Programs and Funds to be included in each fiscal year of the STIP.

February

The Preliminary STIP will be distributed to Federal, State and Local
Government agencies, Indian Tribal Governments, the MPOs, public
transportation operators and the public for review and comments for a
minimum period of twenty-one (21) calendar days.

September

All substantive written comments received on the Preliminary STIP will be
addressed and included in the Final STIP. The Final STIP, including the MPO
TIPs, will be forwarded to FHWA and FTA for formal approval prior to
implementation.

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STIP AND TIP AMENDMENT PROCEDURES

Projects in any year of the STIP and TIP may be advanced in place of another project in the
STIP and TIP, subject to the project selection requirements of 23 CFR 450.222 and 450.332. In
addition, the STIP and TIP may be revised at any time under procedures agreed to by ODOT,
MPO(s), and public transportation operator(s) consistent with the STIP and TIP development
procedures established by 23 CFR 450.218, 450.326. Changes that affect fiscal constraint must
take place by amending the STIP, 23 CFR 450.218(p)

When the MPO approves an amendment to the TIP, a copy of the amendment
will be forwarded to ODOT for approval, as the Governor's Designee, and
subsequently added to the STIP. ODOT will forward notification of the
amendment to FHWA and FTA for review and comment. The MPO will be
responsible for advertising the amendment and providing an opportunity for
public review and comment in accordance with Title 23 USC 134(j)(1)(B)". The
MPO will provide ODOT with the publication date, any written substantive
comments and appropriate responses.

In case of conflicts with MPO amendment request, ODOT will provide a written
response within 15 calendar days of receipt of request, indicating the problem and
the action necessary to correct the problem. Once the conflict has been resolved,
ODOT will provide the MPO written approval of the amendment and amend the
STIP.

If ODOT approves an amendment to the STIP within the ACOG, INCOG, LMPO
metropolitan study area or the Frontier metropolitan study area, ODOT will
forward notification of the amendment to FHWA and FTA for formal action. ODOT
will then make a written request to the MPO to amend the TIP. ODOT is
responsible for advertising the amendment and providing an opportunity for public
review and comment in accordance with Title 23 USC 135(g)(3). ODOT will
provide the MPO any written substantive comments and appropriate responses.

In case of conflict with ODOT amendment request, the MPO will provide a
written response within 15 calendar days of receipt of request, indicating the
problem and the action necessary to correct the problem. Once the conflict has
been resolved, the MPO will amend their TIP and provide ODOT with written
approval of the amendment.

When the Oklahoma Transportation Commission approves a Federally funded
project on the State Highway System and adds it to a currently approved STIP,
ODOT will forward notification of the amendment to FHWA and FTA for formal
action. ODOT is responsible for advertising the project for public review in
accordance with Title 23 USC 135(g)(3).

If the Oklahoma Transportation Commission approves a County Road County
Bridge, City Street, City Bridge or other local government entity sponsored project,
the sponsoring local governmental entity will be responsible for advertising the
project as an addition to the STIP.

! The public notice for all amendments to the STIP and MPO TIPs shall allow a minimum of 14 calendar days from first date of
publication for public review and comment.

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NOTE

The FHWA Oklahoma Division will take formal action on all proposed highway
amendments to the STIP. Similarly, the FTA Region VI will take formal action on
all proposed transit amendments to the STIP. This formal action will be provided
in an electronic form-letter with signature and date block. ODOT will prepare said
standard form-letter for requesting approval of highway amendments to the STIP.
FHWA will review the request and if there are no issues of concern; send a
response via email as soon as possible. Transit amendments will be forwarded to
FTA and FHWA, respectively for review and approval. Subsequently, after
consultation with FTA Region VI, the FHWA will sign the standard form letter and
transmit back to ODOT within 5 business days of receipt of the email.

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DEFINITIONS

UPDATE - An update is defined as making current a statewide long-range transportation plan
(LRTP), metropolitan transportation plan (MTP), Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) or
Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) through a comprehensive review.
States and MPOs may choose to "update" their transportation plans and programs well in
advance of prescribed update cycles.

ADMINISTRATIVE MODIFICATIONS - Minor revisions not requiring public review and
comment, demonstration of fiscal constraint, or a conformity determination.

A) Examples of administrative modifications include, but are not limited to:

1. Revision to a project description without changes to the project scope or conflict with
the environmental document.

2. Changes to the source of funds.

3. Changes to project lead agency.

4. Splits or combines of individually listed projects; as long as cost, schedule and scope
remain unchanged or conforms to Section B below.

5. Adding or deleting projects from grouped project (Line ltem) listings as long as the
funding amounts stay within the guidelines of Section B.

B) ODOT will notify FHWA when the federal share of the project cost listed in the STIP
increases or decreases by $1 million or more.

1. Changes that fall below the threshold outlined in B will not require action from
FHWA and instead will be modified in the STIP by the ODOT STIP coordinator.

2. The ODOT STIP Coordinator will document and track these self-modified
changes and report monthly to the FHWA OK Division. This monthly report will
include the fiscal and financial constraint spreadsheet that was included
during the trial period.

C) All other revisions/changes not identified as administrative modifications would be
classified as amendments to the TIP and STIP, subject to public review and comment,
demonstration of fiscal constraint and conformity determination in nonattainment and/or
maintenance areas.

AMENDMENTS - Major revisions which require public review and comment, demonstration of
fiscal constraint (except for statewide LRTPs) and a conformity determination (for MTPs and
TIPs in non-attainment or maintenance areas).

A) ODOT will notify FHWA when the federal share of the project cost listed in the STIP
increases or decreases by 50 percent AND the federal share of the project cost is greater
than $4 million. In addition, ODOT will also provide justification for the project cost increase
or decrease. In time sensitive circumstances, ODOT may request FHWA review a project
to determine if an amendment OR administrative modification is necessary.

STATEWIDE LINE ITEM- Refers to small scale, statewide projects, with similar scope that
occur frequently but not defined by specific location or cost.
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APPROVAL OF PROCEDURES FOR THE STIP AND TIP

In order to develop the TIP for the four MPOS’s and the STIP for ODOT, these procedures
have been prepared by ODOT in cooperation with the ACOG, INCOG, LMPO, Frontier, the
FHWA, and FTA. Each MPO will be responsible for completing their TIP in accordance with
these procedures. ODOT will then be responsible for developing the STIP and coordinating
these efforts with the FHWA and FTA. Any changes to specific items presented in this
procedural guide will require formal approval of the undersigned agencies and MPOs.
