QUALITY ASSURANCE SCREENING TEST (QAST)

The State of Oklahoma Interpreter Certification and Resource Center (ICRC) utilizes the Quality Assurance Screening Test (QAST) to evaluate interpreters who are interested in certification in the State of Oklahoma.  QAST is a two-part test, which consists of a written exam and skill-based performance. 
WRITTEN EXAM: The written test must be taken and passed before eligible for the performance. The written test is seventy-five (75) multiple-choice questions over the Ethical Standards, Limitations of Levels, and interpreting situations; test must be passed with 86%.  Application is not available for the written test; a time and date must be scheduled by contacting either of locations.

Skill-based exam: The performance test involves three segments, an ethical situational portion (aka as interview) and a one-to-one interactive Transliterating and Interpreting setting.  The ethical portion must be passed with 80% before certification levels (Transliterating and Interpreting) will be awarded.   An application and appropriate fee are required for the performance and there is only one location for the performance, 5005 N. Lincoln Blvd, #205, Oklahoma City, OK.  

Fees: The written test fee is $50.00 for Oklahoma residences or $100.00 for non-residences. The  performance fee is $125.00 for Oklahoma residences or $250.00 for non-residences.  Annual maintenance fee is $50.00.   

Policy requirement -effective August 12, 2024:  Evaluation components and conditions. An applicant must be 18 years old or older to be eligible to take the written examination and the skill-based performance evaluation. To be eligible to take the skill-based interpreter performance evaluation, an applicant should have earned at least 30 credit hours from an accredited college or university, with a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher or 60 hours of Continuing Education Units relating to interpreting.    
Proof of college credit or CEUs must be submitted with application and fee.
