What is Oklahoma's Living Choice?

Oklahoma's Living Choice is a program designed to transform the long-term care system by promoting
community-based services instead of institutional ones. It assists individuals in transitioning from nursing homes
back into their own residence. Living Choice has helped more than 900 Oklahomans reclaim their independence.

Services Offered

Depending on an individual’s needs, services may include: Refer a Candidate

- Assistance finding a new residence - Daily Living Supports Anyone can refer a potential candidate
- Home-delivered meals - Habilitation Training to Living Choice. Information required
