RE: Skilled Nursing Facility Site Visit

Dear Providers,

On January 1, 2023, a new CMS regulation, CMS-1770-F, for skilled nursing facilities
went into effect. As required by the Affordable Care Act, the Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid Services (CMS) established risk categories identifying what level of scrutiny
applies to new enrollment applications, change of ownership applications and
revalidations by provider type. The risk categories are limited, moderate and high. Per
42 CER § 424 518, skilled nursing facilities are now considered a high categorical risk
by CMS with regard to enrollment screening levels for Medicare and Medicaid.

The CMS regulation means two significant changes for skilled nursing facilities that
are enrolling or re-enrolling with SoonerCare or reporting a change of ownership.

We understand that this new requirement may impact the timeframe within which
your contract can be approved, so it is imperative that you submit your enrollment
materials as early as possible during your re-enrollment period. We also want to
ensure that services to SoonerCare members are not disrupted as we implement
these new requirements, and we are happy to work with you to extend your renewal
timeframes if needed to allow sufficient time to comply.
