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Reimbursement Cost

Members with ASD comprised 0.9% of all SoonerCare
members in SFY2022. However, the total
reimbursement associated with services rendered for
members with ASD made up 2.7% of all
reimbursements paid in SFY2022. This is further
illustrated in the graph below. The total
reimbursement for members with ASD increased by
22.8% from $173,618,730 in SFY2021 to $213,255,618 in
SFY2022.

The average reimbursement for adult members with
ASD was significantly higher than child members with
ASD in SFY2022. The average reimbursement for adult
members with ASD ($43,265) was 200% higher than
the average reimbursement for child members with
ASD ($14,435).
