Checkups for SoonerCare kids on the rise 
 
More children covered under SoonerCare (Oklahoma Medicaid) are receiving preventive health screenings, 
according to the Oklahoma Health Care Authority’s (OHCA) annual report on childhood screenings to the 
Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS).    
Under the Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnostic, and Treatment (EPSDT) benefit, SoonerCare members 
under the age of 21 can receive annual preventive screenings, including developmental checks, 
immunizations, blood lead tests, and vision, hearing and dental screenings.      
In its 2016 Annual EPSDT Participation Report (CMS) to CMS, OHCA data showed that during federal fiscal 
year 2016, EPSDT participation increased an average of 2.6 percent from the previous year for all children 
under the age of 21. While newborn and toddler participation has been consistently high, some of the 
biggest gains in participation include: 
·         6-9- year-olds: 4 percent 
·         10-14- year-olds: 4 percent 
·         15-18- year-olds: 4 percent   
Since 2010, OHCA staff has worked across the state to encourage well-child visits by engaging providers, 
schools and other community partners.     
“Prevention is key when it comes to ensuring children grow up healthy,” said Becky Pasternik-Ikard, 
Oklahoma Health Care Authority CEO. “Early and periodic screenings can help parents and caregivers keep 
track of their child’s development and catch and treat any conditions early.”
