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Step 1. The Evaluation Criteria provided on the form is for typical Construction Manager performing work to construct or renovate a
facility using Construction Management as Constructor Agreement. Each Solicitation should include appropriate Evaluation
Criteria to accomplish the selection of the most highly qualified and compatible firm given the criteria.
